  Urgent Appeal  
for the Oblates in Nigeria 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
You may have heard news of the relentless persecution 
against Christians in Northern Nigeria, and in 
particular, of the recent Christmas Day bombings there 
by extremists. Last year alone, terrorist attacks  there 
have left over 500 Christians dead.  In a recent appeal 
made to the Oblates by our Superior General, Fr. 
Sergio Zirattu, OMV, we learned of the imminent 
threat of safety to our formation communities there.  
Until recently the novitiate in Suleja was home for five 
novices, and the seminary in Kwamba was housing 
twenty young men, among postulants and clerics.  
Unfortunately, due to these circumstances our 
seminarians must be transferred to a safer place in 
Southern Nigeria.  Therefore, at this time of great 
need, your prayers and donations will be greatly 
appreciated to help us build a much needed new 
seminary. Checks may be written to the Oblates of the 
Virgin Mary, for the new seminary in Nigeria.  May 
the Lord bless you for your generosity!

Hasta recientemen-
te, el noviciado en Suleja hospedaba a cinco novicios, y 
el seminario en Kwamba era casa de veinte jóvenes, entre 
postulantes y oblatos profesos.  Lamentablemente, a cau-
sa de estas circunstancias  los seminaristas se encuentran 
obligados a transferirse a una localidad más segura en el 
sur de la Nigeria.  Entonces, en este momento difícil 
agradeceremos inmensamente sus oraciones, y sus dona-
ciones que nos ayudarán a afrontar la construcción de un 
seminario nuevo. Los cheques se pueden destinar a Obla-
tes of the Virgin Mary, para el new seminary, Nigeria.
